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Public Policy Principle |

Public Policy Principles 1 introduces students to the foundational
theories and concepts that shape public policy. This course focuses on
the key frameworks, models, and processes involved in policy
development, from agenda-setting through to policy adoption.
Students will engage critically with the literature and case studies to
understand how policies are formulated and the influences that shape

these decisions.
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Public Policy Principle I

Public Policy Principles 2 builds on the foundation established in the
first course, delving deeper into policy evaluation and implementation.
This course emphasizes the critical assessment of policy outcomes, the
methodologies used in policy analysis, and the implications of policy
decisions on different social groups, negotiation and policy
communication. The course also addresses contemporary challenges in
public policy, encouraging students to develop innovative approaches
to solving complex policy issues.
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Advanced Social Science Research

Research at the doctoral level is considered a systematic process of
finding truth/reality and generating new knowledge. This course aims to
help students gain a deep understanding of the meaning and
importance of research, the philosophy of social science research, types
of research, defining research questions/problems, literature review and
its role in research, research design, research ethics, guidelines for
writing research papers and disseminating research workings to the
public. Additionally, this course emphasizes the connection between

research and public policy.
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Quantitative Methodology for Public Policy

Quantitative research is considered an approach of seeking truth/reality
that involves the application of statistical techniques as part of data
processing and analysis. This course aims to equip students with the
knowledge and understanding of quantitative research methodology to
be applied in the development and improvement of public policies. It
covers topics ranging from defining populations, sampling, selecting
data sources, research tools and data collection, data management and
processing, data analysis and presentation, description and

interpretation of statistical findings, and considering ethical principles in
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quantitative research. Additionally, the course focuses on using
quantitative research findings to formulate policy recommendations

and as part of the policy decision-making process.
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Qualitative Methodology for Public Policy

Qualitative research is a methodological approach to acquire
knowledge and truth through systematic study, involving the
interpretation, construction of meaning, and analysis of data related to
the attitudes and perspectives of individuals or phenomena under
study. This approach yields in-depth and detailed insights, enabling the
application of qualitative research principles to the development and
refinement of public policies. The course on Qualitative Research
Methodology for Public Policy is designed to develop expertise in the
various stages of qualitative research. This includes defining sample
groups/key informants, selecting data sources, choosing research tools,
and collecting data. It also covers data management, analysis,
presentation, as well as the description and interpretation of findings.
Furthermore, it addresses ethical considerations in qualitative research
and the application of research outcomes to formulate policy
recommendations and support evidence-based decision-making in

policy development.
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Global and Comparative Public Policy

Global and Comparative Public Policy focuses on divese persepctives,
cases, and institutional foundations. It highlichts how governments and
organizations at local, national, and international levels affect policies
and projects, and explores different methodological approaches with

special emphasis on comparative approach.
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Public Policy Innovation Laboratory

The Policy Innovation Lab is an experiential learning course designed
for students to collaboratively explore and develop innovative
solutions to contemporary public policy challenges. This course
provides a dynamic environment in which students can apply
theoretical knowledge to real-world problems, engage in collaborative
projects, and foster creativity in policy design and implementation.
Emphasizing critical thinking, and adaptability, the lab encourages
students to experiment with new ideas and approaches to public
policy.
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Public Management

This course focuses on the study of theories, concepts, and
fundamental principles of public administration from its early stages to
the present. It covers the structure and functions of public organizations
at various levels, with an emphasis on helping students understand
processes related to public policy formulation, budgeting, public
human resource management, and modern public sector organizational
management.

Additionally, the course includes topics on public sector reform,
adaptation to rapidly changing environments, and the importance of
transparency and public participation in government. The aim is to
prepare students to become leaders capable of driving change

effectively within the public sector.
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Economic Analysis for Public Policy

The “Economic Analysis for Public Policy” course examines the
relationship between economic concepts and public policy design and
implementation. This course will introduce theoretical concepts related
to the role of government in the economy, such as managing
externalities and public goods, creating equitable economy, or making
sustainable economic growth. The course also uses these concepts to

analyze and provide recommendations for important public policies of
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the government, such as healthcare policy, education policy, or welfare
policy, etc. Interesting case studies will be analyzed and discussed in
class to clarify the interplay between economic thinking and public

policy design and implementation.
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Advance Seminar Issue in Contemporary Public Policy

The Advanced Seminar on Issues in Contemporary Public Policy
provides graduate students with an in-depth understanding of pressing
public policy issues facing societies today. This seminar emphasizes
critical analysis, discussion, and the application of theoretical
frameworks to current challenges in public policy. Students will be
encouraged to engage with contemporary debates, explore innovative
solutions, and develop their own policy proposals.
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Advanced Seminar in Social Policy

Advanced Seminar in Social Policy is designed to develop a
comprehensive understanding of contemporary issues related to social
policy. The seminar emphasizes critical discussion and analysis of
problems, facilitating an in-depth comprehension of social policy
through the examination of contextual factors, problem identification,

and the analysis of various elements influencing challenges and the
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social policy advocacy. Attendees will engage in discussions and
presentations on current social issues aligned with their interests,
applying relevant theoretical concepts to analyze different phenomena.
Furthermore, the insights gained from research and seminar interactions
can be served as sources of information to formulate policy
recommendations and contribute to evidence-based decision-making in

policy development.
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Artificial Intelligence and Big Data for Policy Analysis

This course will cover the fundamental principles of Al and Big Data,
including the application of these technologies in the analysis of large
datasets related to public policy. Students will learn about various tools
and techniques for modeling and making data-driven decisions. The
curriculum will explore case studies from various sources to provide
students with opportunities to apply data analysis tools in real-world

scenarios.
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Natural Resource and Environmental Management Policy

This course will explore and analyze policy processes in natural
resource management, including environmental impact assessments
and sustainability planning. The curriculum includes learning about the
current legal and policy frameworks related to environmental and

resource management, to prepare for future changes. Additionally, the
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course involves analyzing global case studies, allowing students to

observe and evaluate the application of policies in various contexts.
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Foreign Policy Analysis

Concepts and theories analyzing decision, formulation, and conduct of

foreign policy; politics in foreign policy processes; case-based teaching.
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International Negotiation

Negotiation concepts and bargaining skills; quid pro quo and regime-
creating negotiations in international politics; stages and processes of
international negotiations; a variety of international negotiation

strategies; simulation- and case-based teachins.
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Seminar on Issues in Foreign Policy

Exploring crucial and pressing foreign policy issues of a selected country
or region from competing theoretical perspectives and policy positions;

in-depth discussion and researchbased seminar.
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Criminal Policy and Justice Administration

Principle and importance of Criminal Policy; Rule of Law; policy process;
policy implementation; roles of the President of the Supreme Court in
policy making and their implications on sub-bureaus and related people
in the justice system; implementation and management of policies by

the sub-bureaus ; roles of cooperative bodies in the justice system.
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Bureaucracy

Theories and concepts of bureaucracy from the past to the present; the
development of structure, models and strengths and weaknesses points

of the bureaucracy for society as a whole.
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Project Planning and Management in Public Sector

Concepts and the importance of planning, including project
management process from formulation and project feasibility analysis,
project writing for presentation and request for approval,
implementation plan writing, including monitoring, follow-up and

evaluation of projects.
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National Development Policy Process in Thailand
Mechanisms of the national development policy process on both micro
and macro levels; comparison of models, various types of policy

process as well as models of the national development policy process.
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Geopolitics and Public Policy

Traditional and contemporary theories, concepts, approaches, and
issues of geopolitics; meanings of geopolitics and space in world politics
in terms of security, prosperity, threats, and opportunities; geopolitical
conception and strategic planning on geopolitics considering the
connection between area studies and public policy; development of
public policy based on theories, concepts, approaches, and issues of
geopolitics; assessment of geopolitical situations and issues affecting

public policy.
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Strategic Management in Public Sector

Concepts, process and strategic management techniques in the public
sector; strategic planning; strategy implementation; strategic control
and application of the strategic management process in the

management of the public sector.
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Organization and Management Development Techniques
Paradigms in organization analysis; process and techniques in
organizational change regarding its directions, structure, technology,
work system, human resource and organizational culture; evaluation
and organization change freezing process; application to the use in the

public sector.
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Urban Public Policy, Management, and Governance

Urbanization; public problems; significance of and process in setting; urban
planning; urban public finance and economies; urban management and

urban projects; urban governance; public participation.
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Seminars on Public Fiscal and Monetary Policies

Seminars on theories of public fiscal and monetary policies, institutions
and processes of fiscal and monetary policies, interrelations between
fiscal choices and politics, public administration, and economy, fiscal
choices on taxation, public expenditures, and capital mobilization,

issues on Thailand’s fiscal and monetary policies.
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
